I was extremely concerned to read that the Financial Inclusion Fund will end in March.  The fund provides support to help people manage their debt.  People in your constituency have received such invaluable advice through South Derbyshire Citizens Advice Bureau.  Without the Financial Inclusion Fund their services will be compromised.
The Citizens Advice Bureau will assist anyone who lives in South Derbyshire according to their needs.  Any of your constituents could potentially benefit from their services, and 977 of them did receive debt advice in 2009-10.
The Financial Inclusion Fund brings benefits to the local economy by keeping people in their homes and therefore away from already over-burdened social housing.  Local businesses benefit when residents have properly managed money and can therefore afford to spend.  Previously unpaid Council Tax has been repaid by people following advice and negotiation by Money Advice Caseworkers.
The Financial Inclusion Fund has benefited individuals, businesses, and the Council in South Derbyshire.  I would urge you to lobby for the continuation of support for Money Advice Casework in your constituency.
